TIPS FOR CHARGING

Fully charge the Power Bank with the
included wall charger first.

Unplug the USB and iPod cord from the
Power Bank while not using.

Charge your cell phone or device for 30-45
minutes, then unplug.

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The Power Bank is a lithium

lon battery pack that can be
recharged by the solar panel
on your bag. To charge the
Power Bank place the solar
panel in direct sunlight, either
outside or through a clean,
screenless window. It can
also be charged with the

included wall adapter.
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(To charge your iPod or iPhone,\

plug the iPod cable into the
Power Bank. To charge your cell
phone, plug the USB cable into
the top of the Power Bank, then
plug in the correct adapter tip

\for your phone.

Most devices charge at
5.2V so set the voltage
switch to this position.
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(To test the amount of power inside the
Bank, move the switch on the left side of
the Bank to 6.2V and press the white
“Battery Capacity” button. If the battery
is full, four lights will illuminate, if the
battery is empty, no lights will illuminate
and it needs to be recharged.
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on the front of the Bank will illuminate.

[When the Power Bank is charging, a green Iigkﬂ

Plug the cord found inside the zipper pocket into the
bottom of the Power Bank to collect and store solar
power. Disconnect this cord when you are not charging
the battery.
